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Installation
Step 1: Make sure first that the computer has installed Microsoft ActiveSync program (Version 3.8.0 or later version). If not, please go to Microsoft web site (http://www.microsoft.com/wimdowsmobile) to download and install the ActiveSync program.
Step 2: Open the Microsoft ActiveSync program.
Step 3: Connect the Smart Phone device to the computer. ActiveSync program detects and connects to the Smart Phone device automatically.
Step 4: After the Smart Phone device connects to the computer, open the huperRemote installer”Install.Exe” to install the program.
Step 5: Installer installs huperRemote program automatically. During the installation, Smart Phone will ask to confirm the installation of huperRemote, please press “Yes” key. 
Step 6: After the installation, select the “rViewer” menu command in the Program group to launch the huperRemote program.
Operation Guide
1. After launching the huperRemote, the program shows as in picture 1. Press the “Connect to…” key to open the Connect dialog box, or press the “Stop/Exit” key to close the program.

2. In the Connect dialog box (refer to Picture 1), selects the remote camera and enters the log in data (DVR site name, IP address, user ID and password). Press the “Connect” key to create a remote connection. If the login data are wrong typed, press the “Back” key (indicator 3 of Picture 2) to make a modification. If there is any connection history before, press the “Option” key and then select the “Bookmarks” menu command to get the login data in the connection record to save the time of re-keying in (refer to Picture 3).

3. In the “Bookmarks” page, use the left/right arrow keys to select one of connection records. Press the “OK” key to load the login data of the selected connection record to the Connect dialog box (refer to Picture 4). Press the “Action” key to list all connection records for a selection (refer to Picture 5).
4. After entering the login data in the Connect dialog box, press the “Connect” key to create a remote connection. If the remote connection is created successfully, the Smart Phone screen displays as in Picture 6. The information display and camera operation are described as follows,
1: Camera name. 
2: The current time at remote DVR site’s time zone. 

3. Display PTZ indicator if the camera is a PTZ camera.
4: Press the “Connect to…” key to open the Connect dialog box. 
5: During a remote connection, press the “Stop/Exit” key to stop the connection. In other cases, press the “Stop/Exit” key to close the program.
6: If the remote camera is a PTZ camera, you can use arrow keys and numeric keys to control the PTZ camera. These keys’ functions are described as follows,
· Arrow keys: press the left/right key to pan left/right. Press the up/down key to tile up/down. 
· Numeric key 1~8: Press the key to go to preset 1~8.

· Numeric key 0: Press the key to stop auto-loop action.

· “* “key: Pres the key to zoom in.

· “#” key: Press the key to zoom out
